Saturday, April 25, 2009 at the Townsend Fire Garage

Call to Order:  John Brantmeier called the meeting to order at 9:00AM with 34 members in attendance. 

Minutes of the March 11, 2009 meeting as printed in the last newsletter was moved...  Motion by Dorthy Wagner and seconded by Roger Steinbach  Motion to approve...  passed unanimously

Treasure’s Report: given by Vince McCabe and motion to accept by Ron Popp and seconded by Pat Harrison.  Passed unanimously.

John Brantmeier presented the Presidents report. He thanked all club members for the huge amount of effort put forth in the last year. Club members volunteered for the 4th of July Parade, Corn Roast, MS ride, Bonfire in the Woods, Fish A Ree, brushing, signing trails, picking rocks, grooming, and repairing equipment. Out 40th Anniversary year was a busy one per John and “could not have been so successful without an active membership.”

Dan Pries gave a report on application for supplemental reimbursement from the State for trail maintenance for both the snowmobile and ATV trails.  He said that there were over 1000 man hours submitted and over 365 hours of tractor usage reported to the State. 

Trail Boss Report:  given by Jeff Kroll who said that there would be some maintenance of equipment needed and will know more as he inspects the equipment.

Dorthy Wagner of the Elections committee introduced the nominees for the officers, board members and Trail Boss.  She asked for any additional nominations. There were none and the following were re-elected John Brantmeier-President, Vince McCabe-Treasurer, Jay Van Thiel-Secretary, Jeff Kroll-Trail Boss, Clint Aderholt-Director, Pat Harrison-2nd Vice President, and Ron Wagner-Vice-President

John Brantmeier discussed the revisions to the present by-laws that were being proposed by the board.  Discussion on what constitutes a quorum and the need to adjust that number to accommodate the numbers of members who attend meetings.  Motion made by Dorthy Wagner and seconded by Roger Steinbach to suspend By-Laws and establishing the membership in attendance at this meeting to constitute a quorum.  Passed unanimously. This was deemed acceptable based on the widespread information to the membership about this issue over the last 12 months.

John Brantmeier discussed the changes to the By-Laws and rationale for adoption.  Motion made by Ron Wagner and seconded by Ron Popp to accept revisions to by-laws.  Passed unanimously.

We should advise our guests to be prudent in their usage of ATVs.

John Brantmeier discussed the need of building an addition to our garage to store equipment that must now sit outside.  More information will follow as options are explored.

The annual Corn Roast on the Saturday of Labor Day Weekend was discussed.  It was pointed out that this event is the source of one of our major fundraisers of the year.  Dorthy Wagner suggested that the Red Arrow once again have some type of presence in the Townsend July 4th Parade. 

Dorthy Wagner presented the new line of logo clothing and new hats, as the old ones are no longer available. Children apparel is now offered for the first time.

Motion to adjourn by Jeff Kroll and seconded by Ron Wagner.  Passed at 10:10AM
