Our groomers are out several times a week…with over 20 inches of snow so far and no warm weather we are set for a great season. Come on up…you won’t be disappointed. Thanks again to all the members who brushed, signed, repaired equipment and are now grooming. We estimate that well over 1000 man-hours of time is donated each year to keep our snowmobile and ATV trails in top condition.
Snowmobile Safety Course:  Fifteen students completed and passed the safety course held in Mid December at the Townsend Town Hall. Joe Paul our local DNR warden attended the first evening and presented the students with a detailed outline of snowmobile laws and safety tips. Thanks to club members Clint and Vicki Aderholt, Dan Priess and Bob Grobarchik for taking three evenings of their time to teach the course. All snowmobile riders born after December 31st, 1984 are required to take this course to ride in Wisconsin. It is available online for those over 16 years of age.
Wisconsin MS Riders return to our area: For the third straight year the Wisconsin MS riders have chosen our area over other more well known parts of the state for their ride. They will be riding out of the Casino in Carter on Thursday-Saturday January 28th-30th. Our area was chosen because of the great trails and accommodations. Over the 3 days the group will ride hundreds of miles and raise hundreds of thousands of dollars for MS research. We welcome them back and weather permitting we will (along with other area clubs) again provide great trails to ride.
Bonfire/Wiener Roast/Vintage Ride:  The same weekend as the MS Ride our club will hold this now second annual event. The party will be at a Intersection 6 (on the way to the Air Park east of Townsend). Hot chocolate, coffee, hot dogs and a big camp fire will make things warm and toasty no matter what the weather. Last year it was  10 below zero and we still kept warm by the big fire. The event will be held on Saturday January 30th from 11AM until 3PM. Call to Order:  John Brantmeier called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM with 29 members in attendance. 
Minutes of the November 11, 2009 meeting:  Motion by Ron Wagner and seconded by Ron Popp to approve minutes of the November 11, 2009 meeting as printed in the Newsletter and printed on the website...  passed unanimously. Treasurer’s Report: given by Treasurer Jim Weyers. Motion by Dale Ott and seconded by Pete Renteria to approve…. passed unanimously.

Trail Boss Report:  given by Jeff Kroll.  Jeff explained the work necessary on Wildwood Trail to remove rocks and smooth the ruts.  This effort should last for several years.  Equipment is ready to go and serviced for the season.  With the recently new fallen snow the will be some attempts to groom some of the trails but will not be able to groom behind the gates until they are officially opened.  Several questions were asked about the date of the opening of the trails.  It was explained that due to the late season for deer hunting the Forest Service would not officially open the gates until December 15, 2009   

Norine Brooks gave an update on the Christmas Party planned for January 9, 2010 at Hillcrest Lodge.  She again stressed that there would be a limit of sixty guests and that those planning to attend should get their reservations in as soon as possible.  Price will be $15 dollar meal will be two drink tickets each.  Cocktails at 6:00 PM and dinner at 7:00 PM. Peter Renteria gave a report about the map boxes that he recently built.  The 12 new boxes are brightly colored red and should be in place in late December.

Dan Pries, Clint Aderholt and Jeff Kroll gave a report on the planned bonfire and wiener roast scheduled for Saturday, January 30, 2010.  Everything will be in place and ready to go.  This will be in conjunction with the MS Ride and the Paul Bunyan Winter Fun Festival so the club is hoping that several riders stop at enjoy the refreshments and camaraderie.

John Brantmeier gave a report about the Fish-A-Ree planned for the weekend of February 13-14.  He appealed to the membership to help as there will be new leadership this year. He thanked the Van Thiel’s and Janda’s for their leadership the last few years. Plans also include a vintage snowmobile show as part of the Fish-A-Ree. He informed the club about the proposed CAP program which would require all snowmobile riders to purchase a trail pass which money would then come back to the clubs for maintenance.  At present, this bill is in committee in the State Senate. Finally John informed the club that the website has had over 7500 hits so far this year.  He was sure that more people would utilize this service and he will update weekly with latest snow conditions.

February 12-24, 2010 is designated as “Take A Friend Snowmobiling”.  John Brantmeier encouraged members to invite friends and guests to ride our trails.  It is imperative that we introduce more people to the enjoyment of snowmobiling.  There are more than 23,000 miles that funded by the State of Wisconsin for the sport.

Dan Pries informed the club of the scheduled snowmobile safety course offered on December 15, 16, and 18 at the Townsend Town Hall. Ron Popp informed the members that there is going to be an emphasis on monitoring the drinking and driving of snowmobiles by the DNR   According to news reports they will be especially vigilant this season. Patti Weyers informed the club that the Ski Doo program received enough entries from our members and that the club should be getting $1500 for the efforts.

John Brantmeier thanked Greg & Patti Weyers for hosting the meeting and providing refreshments and announced that the next meeting would be on Wednesday, January 12, 2010 at Animal’s Bear Trail Inn.
