All current ATV routes would also be legal meaning that the SXS’s would be legal in the Town of Townsend on marked routes. Only units with roll over protection and seat belts for each occupant and a maximum of 60 (maybe 62) inches would be legal.
The current newsletter was snail mailed to all members. We did this because we wanted to send club membership cards and AWSC membership cards to all current members. If you did not get a Red Arrow card it means our club records indicate you have not paid your 2010 dues.
