October 12, 2011          7:00PM at Old Town Hall, Townsend
The meeting was called to order by President John Brantmeier promptly at 7:00 p.m.  There were no guests present.

Minutes of the September monthly meeting were approved as sent to members and on website through a motion by Janet Biese, seconded by Tim Brooks.
Treasurer’s Report by Jim Weyers indicated the Club is in good financial position; motion to accept report by Ron Popp, seconded by Clint Aderholdt.
Trail Boss Report from Jeff Kroll regarding improvements to trail across from Valley Inn and Wildwood Trail looking good with the added gravel. Work was done with grants from Forest Service and DNR. A few touchups still needed near Valley Inn.  Winter trail prep & tractor brushing on track; need to install temporary signs on Radish and Redinger properties.

ATV/UTV Trail Report:  
 40 mile loop to Animals, Half Way Bar, Beavers and 9 Mile Resort is now open, signage is installed. Island Lake road/Elbe road detour should be removed sometime next spring. 

Highway T crossings should be approved by Oconto County.  A motion was made by Carl Vanderveren, seconded by Ron Popp, approved by membership, that the Club should enter into an agreement with Oconto County to maintain three areas along County Highway T, with an expected expense of approximately $1,000.

2. Jeff Kroll 7 team will do entire Nicolet Trail from county line to Ambulance garage

4. Tim Brooks’ group plans to handle on the 29th -- behind gates Engel Road to Forest Hill road (both parts of Y). Jeff needs to move large trees in this area prior to brushing.
5. Carl n’ Crew completed Sawyer Lake Road to Fanny Lake Rd 
6. Dan Pries/Clint Aderholdt & friends will handle Fanny Lake Road to Animal’s.

Groomer Drivers needed: Jim Weyers and Keith Uhlenbrauck have volunteered for tractor; Jeff stated at least one more Ultimate driver is needed. John discussed the Board’s input that we need to be grooming 33-35 hours per week to maximize funding. 

Groomer Storage Building is essentially finished except for septic system and heating system which will be completed by month end according to Jim Weyers. Gas service is installed. See attached wish list of items needed to outfit the building. Bergstrom Automotive donated two mechanics work benches.  Dan Pries has volunteered to do inside work this winter.

2012 Membership Drive including AWSC/WATVA Membership: Every current member of the AWSC is entitled to the Accidental Death & Dismemberment insurance benefit (must be a current member at the time of accident/death so renew your club membership promptly) through American Income Life.  This benefit is $2500 for all Primary members and his/her spouse.  This benefit also includes all children under the age of 19.  This includes all accidents, not just snowmobile related accidents/deaths.  All claims are handled through the AWSC office. 

Snowmobile Safety Course: Dan Pries/Clint to pick dates now so we can promote to “weekenders”. They will check town hall availability for right after Thanksgiving.  John noted the DNR wants lead time to enter the schedule on their website.

Christmas Party: John made an appeal for a new chairperson this year. (Note: After the meeting Mary Stehula and Jim Weyers volunteered to do pre-party planning. They ask that you “Save the Date” of Saturday January 14th.   More details to come.
